Attention Juniors; HONORS CORD INFORMATION

We would like to take this time to explain an opportunity available for you as seniors next year at Upper
Arlington High School. At the high school, we feel it is extremely important to recognize the students’
accomplishments in all endeavors including such laudable activities as community service. We see this as
an important part of their educational experience. Therefore, seniors who have completed 120 hours of
community service during their senior year will be eligible to receive an Honors Cord at graduation.

You will receive a brochure next year during your homeroom with an application on the back of it that will
need to be filled out and returned to Mrs. Oxley’s by October 23" 2008.

Students will be able to use community service hours earned through Senior Outreach, summer hours, CAS
and Volunteer Action and Community Service. Students may also use hours they obtain during the
summer before their senior year. In order to verify community service hours students need to pick-up the
forms labeled Honors Cord Form from in front of the math office located on the 2™ floor of the learning
center, from the attendance office or from the high school website under student forms or at
http://school.uaschools.org/uahs/studentforms/studentforms.htm and have their community service
supervisor fill out the form. All hours including, summer hours and Senior Outreach hours must be verified
using the verification forms by May 5™ 2000.

Students need to be aware that service hours cannot receive monetary compensation or be a requirement for
academic classes or extracurricular activities. Religious activities, which extend beyond participation in
church/synagogue services, can count. However, they cannot include the teaching of religious classes,
preaching or taking part in religious services.

Community service is defined by activities performed in the school or outside the school provided the
beneficiary of the service is an organization or an individual identified by an organization, which has
demonstrated some social or economic need. Please make sure any activities you complete meet the

definition of community service.

There are limits to some areas of community service that are strictly enforced listed as follows:

I Sixth grade camp receives a maximum of 16 hours.

I Youth at the booth does not count as community service.

I’ Students performing service at an overnight camp can receive a maximum of 18 hours per day.

' Hours performed during a school day can count for half of the service time performed.

I An adult other than the students’ parent must verify community service. (Students cannot verify
hours for other students.)

Community service cannot be performed on family members.

Honor Cord verification forms must be accurately completed for hours to count.

All summer hours must be turned in by November 5™ 2008.

All hours must be confirmed by completing a verification sheet to be turned into Mrs. Oxley by
the May 5" deadline. This includes Senior Outreach Hours, Summer Hours, CAS Hours, and
VACS Hours.

To be accepted all forms must be filled out completely. If students have any questions please contact Mrs.
