Through the Upper Arlington Cultural Links Program, Upper 
Arlington High School has established a special partnership 
with Madras College in St. Andrews, Scotland.  Much like 
UAHS, Madras serves students up to age 18 and places a 
strong emphasis on academic excellence, community service 
and a wide range of co-curricular pursuits. 
 
To continue our partnership, UAHS and Madras will 
“exchange” a group of students from each school next year. 
This effort has been endorsed by the Rotary Clubs and City 
Councils in both communities and has become an annual event.  
UA students and Madras students will be involved in the Peer 
Collaboration programs sponsored by the respective schools. 
 
Based on our tentative schedule, Madras students will visit UA 
in October, 2009.  Our students will travel to Scotland the 
following Spring.  Students will stay in each other’s homes and 
must therefore be available for both sets of dates.  Host 
families will be responsible for planning some of their guests’ 
experiences; however, several special activities will be planned 
for the whole group, both here and in Scotland.

Senior Outreach promotes Service  
to the Community 
 
As part of the curriculum for the government courses seniors 
will have the opportunity to give back to the community that has 
supported them.  The UAHS Senior Outreach Project is 
designed to foster student involvement in community service 
and is a requirement for all students in the government course.   
 
Please note that Senior Outreach differs from the six hours of 
community service that seniors must complete early in the 
school year as compensation for not attending school on 
Freshmen First Day.  In addition, Senior Outreach differs from 
Senior Service, a half-credit course that some seniors may opt to 
add to their schedules, which requires service hours in addition 
to the Senior Outreach hours. 
 
Seniors who have not completed the Senior Outreach project 
will receive an incomplete for their government course and 
will not receive their diploma until they have completed the 
requirements for this project. 
 
Seniors received information packets in their government 
courses and should be completing these hours.  Please see this 
document for detailed directions for completing the project.

Summer Speedreading to Improve Teen Test Scores 
 
Advanced Reading Concepts speedreading courses will again be offered this summer as part of the Upper Arlington Summer 

Academy.  Open to all 7th graders through high school graduates, the classes are designed to equally benefit weak readers who have 

difficulty keeping up or lack confidence and good readers who want the competitive edge for their future education.  The courses will 

also be of special interest to students who want to improve their reading speed and comprehension scores on the ACT, SAT, 

and proficiency exams.  They will help students keep up with their AP courses and balance study with extra curricular 

activities.  Students learn techniques to increase reading speed, comprehension, concentration, and retention, along with written recall 

methods helpful in organizing notes for tests, reports, and presentations.  Morning and evening sessions are being offered to 

accommodate students’ work and athletic schedules.  Class sizes are limited to the first fifteen prepaid enrollments.

Freshmen Shadowing 
 
On April 24, all 9th graders will spend one day in the workplace 
shadowing a career professional in an area of interest. 
Shadowing is one way to help your child consider the important 
question:  What do I want to do when I grow up?  The answer to 
this question should impact choices about colleges, course work 
and volunteer opportunities.   
 
Parents of 9th graders will receive a detailed packet of 
information about this career development opportunity in 
March, but you and your child will want to begin talking about 
potential shadowing sites right now. The packet includes a 
permission slip, shadowing details and information about an 
online career assessment and assignment that your student will 
be asked to complete before April 20. Students who do not 
choose to job shadow will be assigned to a computer lab/study 
hall where they will complete a career assessment and activities 
on shadowing day.  Please contact the high school counseling 
center at 487-5222 if you have not received this packet by  
April 3.

Health and Physical Education Update: 
 
The Upper Arlington Wellness Department will continue the 
Wellness Program for the 2009 - 2010 school year. Students 
completing this yearlong course will receive 1 full credit (.25 
P.E. credit, .5 health and .25 health elective).  The wellness class 
will focus on the mind - body relationship by balancing physical 
activity and health education concurrently.  In this course, 
students will rotate between interactive physical learning and/or 
exercise (PE portion) and a classroom setting (health portion). 
The other new courses will be offered in the Fall under Physical 
Education 2. 
 
Our department will continue to offer Strength Training, Sports 
for Life, and Walking for Fitness.  
 
New offerings for 2009-2010, will be Life Guard Certification 
and Advanced Strength Training.
